1. Slide canopy ring (G) first then canopy (F) over fixture pipe (A) until both
parts rest on fixture (M). Make sure smaller diameter side of canopy ring .
(G) is oriented up toward the canopy (F).

2. Slip wires from the fixture pipe (A) through the canopy pipe (H).

Unscrew the clutch (J) from the canopy pipe (H); slide it across the wires
and onto the fixture pipe (A). Follow this with the plastic sleeve (1),
oriented so the tapered end nests in the clutch (J) (Figure 3).

8. Once the fixture is fastened to the ceiling, tighten the set screw (K) firmly with hex wrench provided.
9. Install bulbs (not included).

10. Restore electricity at main breaker.
