4. following order thread fixture wire thru metal washer,
rubber washer, main frame, bottom frame, post cup
ground wire, teeth washer, and finally hex nut. Lock all
these parts by tightening hex nut at bottom. Note: Main
frame will still remain loose.

5.Onstall candle cover and bulbs onto sockets. Bulbs are not
included.
