PREPARATION 

1. Shut off the power at the circuit breaker and remove 
existing fixture, including the crossbar. 

2. Carefully unpack your new fixture and lay out all the 
parts on a clear area. Be careful not to lose any small 
parts necessary for installation. 

MOUNTING THE FIXTURE (Fig. 1) 
3. Remove the mounting screw (B) and mounting back  

plate from the fixture. 
4. Adjust the fixture wire length by pushing the cable 

gripper on the canopy and pulling the wire as desired. 
a) Retract these wires close to a desirable length to 

within the canopy before securing the fixture in 
place.  
Note: retracting or extending excessive cable 
length through the cable gripper is not 
recommended.

5. Secure the mounting back plate to the junction box 
using standard junction box screws that comes with the 
junction box.

10. For slope ceiling application, rotate swivel at the top of 

the stem to ensure luminaries is aiming down (Fig. 3).
